





CONCEPT - IDEA

Two roof windows enlighten the kitchen
and sanitary block. Big, transparant sli-
ding doors with glass display cases at the
west wall illuminate the rest of the volume.
Those cases are also being used as hollow
wall, thereby providing optimal isolation. A
striking blue light box marks the entrance
to the loft and encloses the mechanical
ventilation exhausts between inner and
outer wall. The corridor between those two
will, in the future, open up three lofts, all
conceived according to the same draft.

To deduce a maximum usable surface out
of a minimal footprint, the architects
adopted an open layout with flexible use
of space. Building mass is restricted to a
centrally positioned “functional strip”, con-
taining kitchen counter and lavatory.
Furthermore a multi-employable, mobile
“outdoor room” acts as appendix to
various programs. An extra bedroom, a
bigger working station or a separate dining
area are possible. The volume can

easily be moved around and “plugged” to
the fixed living unit.
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
