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To increase the usage of solar
energy, the southern side has been covered
with spacious glazing and the Trombe
wall(ground floor) has been applied. The rest
has been covered with a transparent isolation
(first floor). Roof with a slope of 30 degrees
towards the southern side is the most
appropriate place to apply solar collectors,
which utilized in this way, do not affect
significantly the designed building mass.
Additionally, a stone heat repository placed
underneath the building was designed , along
with a water storage unit, recuperator and a
heat pump.
